Scholarship Application Instructions

The applicant
should also include extra curricular activities, volunteer or community
service, athletics, clubs or any other activity the applicant is involved in
which would demonstrate the abilities listed in item six, see below, and
how they further the applicant’s educational goals.

A transcript of the applicants high school and/or college
grades.

A recommendation in writing from a member in good standing with the
Minnesota Fraternal Order of Police.

A minimum of a 250 word essay on your educational goals, future
plans in life, and those items found in item two and six.

The applicant must have demonstrated abilities in the following areas:
Cooperation, initiative, judgment, leadership, personality, and reliability. These may be listed in the
resume and/or essay.

A completed scholarship application form. (Included in packet)

Once a winner(s) is decided on the Chairperson will notify them. The winner(s) will need to provide a fee
statement from the college/university of attendance prior to the check(s) being issued.
